I got my fix, I can stop with the flip-flop craze for a while.  Haha.  Thanks for humoring me.

For today’s pair of flip-flop’s…….I kept it simple with stretchy knit straps (scraps from an old T-shirt) and then plopped some crushed rosette’s right on the straps.  Simple and comfy.


 

 

And the recipient? Another little niece.  (Okay, she’s not little.  She’s 20.)  And she sports these new little flip-flops perfectly.



 

 

This niece, made me an auntie for the first time, when I was only 9 years old.  Where has the time gone?  I can’t believe my baby niece is in college.  Crazy.



 

 

But I was happy the stretchy knit straps fit her so nicely.  And those flowers, I’m kind of in love with how they look on her feet.



 

 

 

These flip-flops were put together the same way that the flip-flops here with put together.  But instead of braiding several knit strips together, I just used one single strip of 2-inch wide fabric, from an old grey Tshirt.  (I did pull on the strip to stretch it out first…..before using it on the sandal.  That way, it wouldn’t stretch out too much after wearing it.)

 

And then I made some flowers, just like the ones here, and hot glued them (you could hand stitch them too) right to the strap.  I then cut out a circle piece of felt and glued that to the back, to give the flower something else to be secured to.



 

 

I also wrapped the toe section really tightly in thread, just like I did here……to minimize the bulk in between the toes.



 

 

And lastly, I knotted the ends really well, and added a bit of hot glue just for safe measure……just like I did here.



 

 

And that was it.

 

A quick and easy pair of soft & stretchy flip flops…….with a lovely little flower that adds a bit of charm.
